DUTIES (ILLUSTRATION ONLY): 

 

Incumbent shall perform difficult supervisory police work in directing police operations; 

plan, supervises, assign, and direct all shifts under his command; advises and instructs police 

personnel in the methods, techniques, and procedures necessary to be employed in 

preliminary investigation, arrest, etc., makes studies regarding overall operating methods, 

procedures, problems and prepares recommendation for improvement, prepares and 

supervises the preparation and submissions of a variety of reports; prepares work schedule 

and daily assignments of his subordinates and equipment’s to ensure readiness to meet 

emergencies or unusual circumstances; may travel to other FSM states ot provide police 

assistance or perform presidential security; testify in court as government witness, perform 

honor guard duties, extradition function and occasionally provide assistance to states law 

enforcement agencies.
